“Now he who supplies seed to the sower and  
bread for food will also supply and increase  

your store of seed and will enlarge the harvest  
of your righteousness.  

2 Corinthians 9:10”

It’s a chance to have a 
lasting impact on students who will multiply your efforts in ways you can barely 
imagine.
