Luke 10:17-24 
“All things have been committed to me by  
my Father.  No one knows who the Son is  

except the Father, and no one knows who the  
Father is except the son and those to whom  

the Son chooses to reveal him. 
 

Then he turned to his disciples and said privately, 
“Blessed are the eyes that see what you see.  
For I tell you that many prophets and kings  

wanted to see what you see but did not see it,  
and to hear what you hear but did not heart it.” 

  
 
Jesus finishes his prayer in Luke 10 with joy and excite-
ment at what he has seen happen through the work of 
the disciples.  The disciples were sent out with the au-
thority to overcome the enemy and they return to Jesus 
with reports of God’s power at work.  Jesus cautions 
them to be more excited about their new relationship 
with God than they are about the authority and power 
God placed in their hands.  
 
The season of Lent is a great time for us to take a step 
back in humility and appreciate the way God loves us and 
desires friendship with us.  Jesus’s prayers for his disci-
ples and for us remind us of his longing for us to be filled 
with The Spirit and to enjoy God’s presence through the 
scriptures, worship, communion, prayer, fasting, and fel-
lowship with other Christians.  
 
I hope this season of Lent gives you the ability to step 
back from pursuits that might be distracting you from 
God and that you use that time to enjoy God’s presence 
in your life, God’s steadfast love for you, and to be closer 
to God.
