“When Elizabeth was six months pregnant, God sent
the angel Gabriel to Nazareth, a city in Galilee, 27 to a
virgin who was engaged to a man named Joseph, a
descendant of David’s house. The virgin’s name was
Mary. 28 When the angel came to her, he said, “Rejoice,
favored one! The Lord is with you!” 29 She was confused
by these words and wondered what kind of greeting this
might be. 30 The angel said, “Don’t be afraid, Mary. God is
honoring you. 31 Look! You will conceive and give birth to
a son, and you will name him Jesus. 32 He will be great
and he will be called the Son of the Most High. The Lord
God will give him the throne of David his father. 33 He will
rule over Jacob’s house forever, and there will be no end
to his kingdom.” Luke 1

Would you say you have faith?

People today often confuse faith as a matter of belief or
understanding. We may hear people talk about having
faith the sun will rise tomorrow morning or the Cowboys
will find a new head coach.

But notice Mary’s words in verse 29. She was confused by
the words she was hearing. Part of Christian faith is
trusting God even when we don’t fully understand or know
how God is going to keep his promise. Abraham, Moses,
and many others in the scriptures are credited as being
people of faith not because they completely believed or
understood what God was going to do but because they
trusted God would keep whatever promise was made.

We become faithful as we keep our promises and trust God
to do the same.

I hope you find yourself faithful in this time of

year. Trusting in a God who came in the flesh, incarnate,
Emmanuel with us. Who gave us a savior and promised us
he would one day return to set the world right and make all
things new.
